The 34th Alice Prize award is acquisitive.  The award is fifteen thousand dollars ($15,000) plus a 4 week residency in Alice Springs.  The residency is to be taken up within 12 months.  It includes accommodation and airfares.

2. The non-acquisitive people’s choice entitled the ‘Tammy Kingsley Award’ 2006 
is one thousand dollars ($1000).

3. Participants will be selected from artists who have submitted entries to the pre-selection panel.  Any artist working in Australia in any medium may enter.

4. The Alice Springs Art Foundation will invite artists recommended by the pre-selection panel to exhibit one work in the 34th Alice Prize 2006.
5.  PRESELECTION PROCESS

Artists wishing to enter the Alice Prize should provide to the preselection panel by 2 Nov 2005.
A. Official Entry Form – (available from the website, email or fax).
B. 3 images ONLY of original work completed in 2003, 2004 or 2005.  The three images can be submitted as 35mm slides or images on CD. 
C. Only artists working with new media and/or video only may submit a video.
D. One page CV.
E. Entry fee $25 (non-refundable). 
F. A stamped self-addressed padded envelope/packet (A5 for slides or CDs, or appropriate size for cassettes etc) for return of images and videos.
The images submitted to the preselection panel need not be of the exact work intended for the Alice Prize.  However, if an artist’s work is selected, he or she must submit work for the Prize of a similar genre in style, size and medium.  Please send images to the pre-selection panel in the formats described at right.  Please note: No additional material, text or images will be viewed by the pre selection panel.

8.  PARTICIPATION IN PRIZE

9.  The artworks will be exhibited at the Alice Prize exhibition (19 May to 11 June 2006) at the Alice Springs Cultural Precinct at Araluen, Alice Springs NT.  

10.  All works will be offered for sale. The Alice Springs Art Foundation will deduct a commission of 33.3% for all works sold.

Please mark slide mounts in ink with:

· Name of artist at the top

· Image number in top RH corner (1, 2 or 3)

· Title of work at the bottom, the title should correspond with the title of the work on the entry form

To Submit CD 

· CD to contain 3 images only

· Format JPEG only

· Each CD to contain 3 files only, readable on IBM PC compatible
· Each filename should correspond with the title of the work on the entry form

· Each CD should be clearly marked with the artist’s name
To Submit VIDEO
(Please note: this option is only available to artists working with new media and video.)

· VHS, PAL, maximum 5 minutes, plus optional one slide of installation view of work.  
· Label both cassette and cover with the artist’s name and the title of the video.

· Label the one slide as per ‘Slides’ above
· Include a single written page stating: title, year of production, duration, Master tape information, credits, and synopsis not exceeding 200 words.
